The Defibrillator - Margaret confirmed that she and Sandra have been working to organise the move and the plan is that the defibrillator will be taken off the wall of My Dentist on 9.2.26 and installed on the wall of Carluke Pharmacy on 10.2.26. Conor Morgan will then check that it is back on line after contacting Heartbeat.  Regular checks are required and it is advisable to have at least 2 people willing to do this. The Crossroads Café organiser has been notified as they have paid the annual fee charged by Heartbeat.
